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Maths:` 

 

This week in Maths we have been exploring the concept of 

subtraction. As with addition last week, we have been 

exploring ‘first, then and now’ maths stories as a method 

for deepening our understanding of subtraction, as well as 

using a number track to practice the skill of take away.  

We focused on the language less, fewer, and smaller all 

in relation to subtraction.  

 

To practice the skill of subtraction you might like to ask 

your child to collect some objects, such as pasta, buttons, 

soft toys. Ask your child to count the objects, roll a die, 

then get your child to subtract that many objects to work 

out how much they have left. To extend this activity you 

could ask your child to close their eyes whilst you remove 

an amount. When they open their eyes, can they work out 

how many objects you removed?
