	Leader to construct swing and hang it at a low level from ground. Will be checked before every session. Site grounds are checked and surveyed by an outside company and a report is submitted to the school with a plan of when the trees need rechecking and any work to be done. A company is then sourced to carry out the work.
Daily site check to be carried out and area will be checked as well as the ground below the tree. Adults to ensure children aren’t wearing loose clothing or any jewellery and are wearing suitable foot wear.    
Children to be given safety advice before use - ensure you have a secure footing before swinging, Concentrate and hold on tight, Children waiting to have a go must stand away from the swing in a safe place
First aider and first aid box will be close by.
