Details

The children will travel by coach (heavily subsidised by Friends to reduce costs). Children will need to
arrive promptly for us to leave school at 7Zam. The coach is fitted with appropriate seatbelts, and
these will be worn at all times whilst travelling. Departure from the Royal Observatory will be at
2.30pm, so we should return to Wicklewood at approximately 5.00pm, depending on traffic.

Please ensure your child has a packed lunch in a bag and a refillable water bottle on this day. They
should also wear normal school uniform and sensible footwear. It is like that a suitable coat or
waterproof will also be needed as there will be a short walk.

Cost
